2.  The Law Society of Singapore reserves the right to republish any material on its website or in other publications where appropriate, with proper attribution to the author(s).

3.  The article is current. Disclosure must be made of any appeals, possible appeals, draft legislation, or other factors which may affect the currency of the article.

4.  The article must be independent and neutral. Disclosure must be made if any of the author(s) or his/her law practice has any interest or has acted for any of the parties mentioned in the article.

5.  The article tone is factual and not advertorial or intended to promote certain products or services.

 We do not as a general rule, accept articles written by students and undergraduates. We may make an exception on a case by case basis if the article is highly recommended by a student’s law tutor or lecturer.

Articles by practice trainees will be considered only if the article is co-written with a qualified lawyer, or if the article has been supervised by the trainee’s supervising solicitor.

□  Abstract (an article abstract has been included at the beginning of the submitted document in no more than

100 words)
